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from December 1922 to July 1923. Participation in the implementation of the terms
of the Riga Peace Treaty in terms of return and restoration of cultural values became
the first international experience of Ukraine of this scale in this field. Ukraine suffered
significant losses of cultural values, which were transferred to Poland by the Soviet
government, and only thanks to Ukrainian scientists and cultural figures managed to
partially defend Ukraine’s interests and important library, archival and museum funds
claimed by Poland remained in Ukrainian institutions.

The Riga Peace Treaty of 1921 was annulled by the Soviet government in
September 1939, following the collapse of the Polish state. Western Ukraine and
Western Belarus became part of the USSR and merged with Soviet Ukraine and
Soviet Belarus.
